How do we make the Simple Present Tense?

subject + auxiliary verb + main verb
do base

There are three important exceptions:
1. For positive sentences, we do not normally use the auxiliary.
2. For the 3rd person singular (he, she, it), we add sto the main verb or esto the auxiliary.
3. For the verb to be, we do not use an auxiliary, even for questions and negatives.

Look at these examples with the main verb like:

How do we use the Simple Present Tense?
We use the simple present tense when:
the action is general
the action happens all the time, or habitually, in the past, present and future

the action is not only happening now
the statement is always true

John drives ataxi.

past present future

It isJohn's job to drive ataxi. He does it every day. Past, present and future.

Look at these examples:

| livein New York.

The Moon goes round the Earth.
John drives ataxi.

He does not drive abus.

We do not work at night.

Do you play football?

Note that with the verb to be, we can also use the simple present tense for situations that are not

general. We can use the simple present tense to talk about now. Look at these examples of the verb "to
be" in the simple present tense—some of them are general, some of them are now:

We can also use the present continuous tense to talk about the future—if we add a future word!! We
must add (or understand from the context) afuture word. "Future words' include, for example,
tomorrow, next year, in June, at Christmas etc. We only use the present continuous tense to talk
about the future when we have planned to do something before we speak. We have already made a
decison and a plan before speaking.

How do we spell the Present Continuous Tense?

We make the present continuous tense by adding -ing to the base verb. Normally it's simple—we just
add -ing. But sometimes we have to change the word a little. Perhaps we double the last letter, or we
drop aletter. Here are the rules to help you know how to spell the present continuous tense.

Basicrule | Just add -ing to the base verb:

work > working
play > playing
assist > assisting
see > seeing
be > being

Exception 1
If the base verb ends in consonant + stressed vowel + consonant, double the last letter:

~~ + ~~
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stressed
consonant consonant

vowel
(vowels=a, e, i, 0, U)
stop . stopping
run > running
begin > beginning

stressed:

The present perfect tense is arather important tense in English, but it gives speakers of some languages
adifficult time. That is because it uses concepts or ideas that do not exist in those languages. In fact,
the structur e of the present perfect tense is very simple. The problems come with the use of the tense.

Thistense is called the present perfect tense. There is always a connection with the past and with the
present. There are basically three uses for the present perfect tense:

1. experience
2. change
3. continuing situation

1. Present perfect tense for experience

We often use the present perfect tense to talk about experience from the past. We are not interested in
when you did something.

Americans do not use the present perfect
tense so much as British speakers. Americans
often use the past tense instead. An American
might say "Did you have lunch?', where a
British person would say "Have you had
lunch?'

3. Present perfect tense for continuing situation

in the past and continues in the present (and will probably continue into the future). Thisisa state

Thistense is called the present perfect continuous tense. There is usually a connection with the
present or now. There are basically two uses for the present perfect continuous tense:

1. An action that has just stopped or recently stopped

We use the present perfect continuous tense to talk about an action that started in the past and stopped
recently. There is usually aresult now.

The smple past tense is sometimes called the preterit tense. We can use several tenses to talk about
the past, but the simple past tense is the one we use most often.

The auxiliary verb did is not conjugated. It is the same for all persons (I did, you did, he did etc). And
the base form and past form do not change. Look at these examples with the main verbs go and work:

How do we usethe Simple Past Tense?

We use the simple past tense to talk about an action or a situation—an event—in the past. The event
can be short or long.

Here are some short events with the simple past tense:
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The car exploded at 9.30am yesterday.
She went to the door.
We did not hear the telephone.
Did you see that car?

Notice that it does not matter how long ago the event is: it can be a few minutes or seconds in the past,
or millions of yearsin the past. Also it does not matter how long the event is. It can be a few
milliseconds (car explosion) or millions of years (Jurassic period). We use the simple past tense when:

the event isin the past
the event is completely finished
we say (or understand) the time and/or place of the event

In general, if we say the time or place of the
event, we must use the simple past tense; we
cannot use the present perfect.

Here are some more examples:

He didn't like the movie.
What did you eat for dinner?
John drove to London on Monday.
Mary did not go to work yesterday.
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Did you play tennis last week?

Note that when we tell a story, we usually use the simple past tense. We may use the past continuous
tense to "set the scene”, but we almost always use the simple past tense for the action. Look at this
example of the beginning of a story:

"The wind was howling around the hotel and the rain was pouring down. It was cold. The door opened
and James Bond entered. He took off his coat, which was very wet, and ordered adrink at the bar. He
sat down in the corner of the lounge and quietly drank his..."

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The past continuous tense expresses action at a particular moment in the past. The action started
before that moment but has not finished at that moment. For example, yesterday | watched a film on
TV. Thefilm started at 7pm and finished at 9pm.

At 8pm yesterday, | was watching TV.

When we use the past continuous tense, our listener usually knows or understands what time we are
talking about. Look at these examples:

Some verbs cannot be used in
continuous/progressive tenses.

We often use the past continuous tense to "set the scene” in stories. We use it to describe the
background situation at the moment when the action begins. Often, the story starts with the past
continuous tense and then moves into the simple past tense. Here is an example:

" James Bond was driving through town. It was raining. The wind was blowing hard. Nobody was
walking in the streets. Suddenly, Bond saw the killer in a telephone box..."

Past Continuous Tense + Simple Past Tense

We often use the past continuous tense with the simple past tense. We use the past continuous tense to
express along action. And we use the simple past tense to express a short action that happensin the
middle of the long action. We can join the two ideas with when or while.

In the following example, we have two actions:

1. long action (watching TV), expressed with past continuous tense
2. short action (telephoned), expressed with simple past tense
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past present future

"Walking past the car" took afew seconds. "Exploded" took a few milliseconds.

Thetrain left at 9am. We arrived at 9.15am. When we arrived, the train had left.

How do we use the Past Perfect Continuous Tense?

The past perfect continuous tense is like the past perfect tense, but it expresses longer actions in the
past before another action in the past. For example:

Ram started waiting at 9am. | arrived at 11am. When | arrived, Ram had been waiting for two
hours.

Ram had been waiting for two hourswhen | arrived.

The smple future tense is often called will, because we make the simple future tense with the modal
auxiliary will.

How do we make the Simple Future Tense?

The structure of the simple future tense is:

subject + auxiliary verb WILL + main verb
invariable base

For negative sentences in the simple future tense, we insert not between the auxiliary verb and main
verb. For question sentences, we exchange the subject and auxiliary verb. Look at these example
sentences with the simple future tense:

How do we use the Simple Future Tense?

No Plan

We use the simple future tense when there is no plan or decision to do something before we speak. We
make the decision spontaneously at the time of speaking. Look at these examples:

Hold on. I'll get a pen.
We will see what we can do to help you.
Maybe we'll stay in and watch television tonight.

In these examples, we had no firm plan before speaking. The decision is made at the time of
speaking.

We often use the simple future tense with the verb to think before it:
| think I'll go to the gym tomorrow.
| think | will have a holiday next year.
| don't think I'll buy that car.

Prediction

We often use the simple future tense to make a prediction about the future. Again, thereisno firm
plan. We are saying what we think will happen. Here are some examples:

It will rain tomorrow.
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People won't go to Jupiter before the 22nd century.

When the main verb is be, we can use the simple future tense even if we have a firm plan or decision
before speaking. Examples:

I'll be in London tomorrow.
I'm going shopping. | won't be very long.
Will you be at work tomorrow?

Note that when we have a plan or intention to
do something in the future, we usually use
other tenses or expressions, such asthe
present continuoustense or going to.

How do we use the Future Continuous Tense?

The future continuous tense expresses action at a particular moment in the future. The action will
start before that moment but it will not have finished at that moment. For example, tomorrow | will
start work at 2pm and stop work a 6pm:

At 4pm tomorrow, | will be working.

When we use the future continuous tense, our listener usually knows or understands what time we are
talking about. Look at these examples:

| will be playing tennis at 10am tomorrow.

They won't be watching TV at 9pm tonight.

She will not be sleeping when you telephone her.
We'll be having dinner when the film starts.

Take your umbrella. It will be raining when you return.

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The future perfect tense is quite an easy tense to understand and use. The future perfect tense talks
about the past in the future.

How do we make the Future Perfect Tense?

The structure of the future perfect tense is:

The future perfect tense expresses action in the future befor e another action in the future. Thisisthe
past in the future. For example:

Thetrain will leave the station at 9am. Y ou will arrive at the station at 9.15am. When you
arrive, the train will have left.

Thetrain will have left when you arrive.
