4. Triste : je t'ai dit que les oiseaux allaient manger les poissons.

5. Content : Ha, ha, ha, ha, je t'ai dit que les oiseaux allaient
manger les poissons !

Vous voyez que vous pouvez comprendre le sens de la phrase a
partir de I'intonation de la voix bien mieux qu’a partir des mots
utilisés. Vous pouvez comprendre le sens a partir des mouvements
du corps bien mieux qu’a partir des mots utilisés.

Analysons quelques exemples :

1. En vous souriant — veut généralement dire que les gens sont
amicaux.

2. En vous fuyant — veut généralement dire que les gens veulent
éviter de communiquer.



3. En vous faisant signe de la main — les gens veulent vous dire
bonjour ou au revoir.

Ceci s’appligue également lorsque vous vous exprimez. Vous n'avez
besoin de connaitre aucun mot en anglais pour pouvoir exprimer
68% de ce que vous voulez dire. Vous pouvez le faire en utilisant
uniquement votre langage corporel.

Ecoutons cette petite histoire.

Une de mes amies est allée en Chine pour un programme
d’échange. Elle parlait anglais et un peu mandarin. Sa colocataire,
qui était de Corée, ne parlait que coréen.

Le jour ou elles se sont rencontrées, elles ont essayé de
communiquer. Elles ont utilisé leur langage corporel. Tout de suite
apres, elles ont pris un papier et un stylo et ont commencé a
dessiner.

Mon amie m’a dit qu’elles se comprenaient a 90%.
Maintenant regardons cela:

Vingt-neuf pour cent des mots anglais sont entrés dans la langue
anglaise directement depuis la langue francaise.

Ouvrez un dictionnaire anglais et vous verrez des mots qui se
trouvent également dans le dictionnaire francais. Ai-je dit 29%? Oui,
effectivement.

Jetons un ceil aux mots anglais suivants. Les reconnaissez-vous?

Army, artillery, captain, cavalry, colonel, corporal, general,
lieutenant, marine, morale, musketeer, officer, questionnaire,
reconnaissance, sergeant, siege, soldier, surveillance, terrain,
troop.



Oui. Ces mots sont entrés dans la langue anglaise directement
depuis la langue francaise. En voici d’autres.

Administration, aisle, arcade, arch, art, author, balustrade, bay,
belfry, bureaucracy, buttress, commerce, constitution, dance,
district, federal, finance, harmony, jurisdiction, lintel, money,
music, paint, pavilion, perform, plebiscite, regime, sovereignty,
stage, state, tax, terrace, theatre, treasury, vault.

Maintenant regardez ceux-ci.

Battalion, camouflage, cinema, corps, corvette, fiance, liaison,
rendezvous.

Non seulement ces mots sont entrés dans la langue anglaise depuis
la langue francaise, mais ils ont également gardé la prononciation
francaise. Oui, ces mots sont prononcés de la méme maniére, que
ce soit en anglais ou en francais.

En voici d’autres. lls sont tous prononcés en anglais comme ils le
sont en francgais.

Barrage, brochure, bureau, cache, cafe, chauffeur, collage,
critique, debris, decor, depot, Des Moines, elite, entrepreneur,
espionage, esprit de corps, expertise, fuselage, garage, genre,
glacier, intrigue, machine, mayonnaise, Merlot, mirage, plaque,
reservoir, sabotage, Sioux, souvenir.

Nous comprenons 68% de la langue anglaise a travers le langage
corporel. Nous comprenons aussi les 29% qui sont composés des
mots francgais qui sont entrés dans la langue anglaise. A quel point
comprenons-nous l'anglais?

Y a-t-il plus? Oui! Regardez cela.



«Joy» est, a l'origine, un mot francais. Apres gu’il soit entré dans la
langue anglaise, «-ful» a été ajouté pour en créer I'adjectif. Ainsi, le
mot «joyful» a été formé. Plus tard, plus de mots, baseés sur le mot

Chapitre 3 : Bilingue en 1 Lecon, Facilement

Chapitre 4 : Trois Eléments Pour Parler
Parfaitement

Il y a trois choses que j'aimerais partager avec vous pour vous aider
a parler anglais comme si c’était votre langue maternelle.

1. Prononciation (comment les mots sont dits)
2. Intonation (les fluctuations de la voix)
3. Liaison (les connections des mots)

1. Prononciation :
Prononcez comme il se doit, entrainez-vous plusieurs fois.

Combien de fois devrais-je m’entrainer? Voyons ce que Bruce Lee a
a dire sur ce sujet.

«Je ne crains pas 'lhomme qui s’est entrainé a 10000 coups une
seule fois, mais je crains celui qui s’est entrainé a un coup 10000
fois.»

Combien de fois devriez-vous vous entrainer? Dix mille fois?

Personnellement, je me suis entrainé des centaines de fois en six
mois. Vous devriez vous entrainer autant de fois que vous en avez
besoin jusgu’a ce que votre prononciation soit correcte. Ensuite,
intégrez cela dans votre subconscient en pratiquant encore plus.

Dans la version audio de ce livre, vous reléverez que la vitesse de
prononciation commence lentement, puis se fait de plus en plus
rapidement.

Dans la version audio de ce livre, vous pourriez entendre
«sommmmmma» au lieu de «<some». Vous pourriez aussi entendre
«strongggggga» au lieu de «strong». Ceci est tres normal lorsque



I'on parle naturellement. Cependant, la terminaison sonore est tres
|égére. Ce n’est pas comme si une syllabe supplémentaire était
ajoutée. Ce n’est qu’une minime terminaison sonore.

Certains mots, comme «semicolon», «researcher» et «either» ont
deux prononciations différentes. lls peuvent étre prononcés des
deux maniéres. Donc, si vous entendez les deux prononciations de
ces mots dans l'audio, détendez-vous! Je ne fais que vous montrer
comment les prononcer. Vous pouvez choisir celui qui vous plait le
plus, ou les utiliser tous les deux.

Certaines terminaisons sonores, comme le «T» ou le «D» peuvent
étre avalées lorsque parlées naturellement. Il n’y a rien de plus
normal. Au lieu d’entendre un «sunriZe» forcé, avec le son [Z], vous
pourriez entendre un «sunriSe» plus naturel, avec le son [S].

Parfois, vous pourriez entendre «THat» (le «th» est Iéger) au lieu de
«THat» (le «th» est trés prononceé). Ceci est normal aussi. Lorsque
I'on parle rapidement, il est plus naturel de dire «THat» que
d’appuyer sur le mot et dire «THat».

Parfois, vous pourriez entendre «an» au lieu de «and». Cela aussi
est normal. Lorsqu’une personne parle rapidement, il est plus naturel
de dire «an» plutot que de dire «anD».

Suivez les instructions du livre, anD vous les maitriserez tous!

2. Intonation :

Lorsque nous parlons anglais, nous changeons notre voix
régulierement. Nous élevons la voix sur certains mots, et la baissons
sur d’autres.

Jetons un ceil a ces deux phrases.

1. It's Emily's book.
2. It's Emily's book.



Dans la phrase 1, le mot souligné est «Emily». «<Emily» est le mot le
plus important de cette phrase. Ce mot vous dit que c’est a elle
gu’appartient le livre. Le livre appartient a Emily. De ce fait, le mot
«Emily» est accentué.

Essayez de dire la premiére phrase en mettant I'accent sur le mot
«Emily». Elevez la voix au mot «Emily» pour le rendre plus
important.

Maintenant, essayez de dire la phrase 2. Le mot souligné dans la
phrase 2 est «book». Dans cette phrase, «<Emily» n’est pas le mot le
plus important. «<Book» est le mot le plus important. Il vous dit que
Emily a quoi! Emily a un livre. De ce fait, le mot «book» est
accentué.

Ceci est l'intonation. Vous accentuez le mot qui permettra a votre
auditoire de comprendre le sens de votre phrase.

Certains mots se prononcent differemment dans différentes
situations. Regardez les mots suivants. Elevez la voix a la partie
soulignée des mots.

Those apple trees produce 2000 pounds of produce each year.

Produce, Produce

The increase of the air in the balloons increases the pressure of
the balloons.
Increase, Increases

The children present their father a birthday present.
Present, Present

Perfect your intonation to make your English perfect.
Perfect, Perfect.



Bien que les mots soient les mémes, nous changeons leur intonation
pour changer leur sens.

3. Liaison :

Au fait, le mot «liaison» est entré dans la langue anglaise depuis la
langue francaise. Il est prononcé exactement de la méme maniére
gu’en francais.

En parlant, les mots ne sont pas prononcés un par un. lls sont
prononcés avec des connexions. Regardez les mots suivants.

Voici d'autres exemples. Dans les mots suivants, les lettres
soulignées se connectent parfaitement a la premiére lettre du mot
qui suit.

En les connectant, ils forment un nouveau son.

Voici des phrases avec les voyelles «a», «e», «i», «0o», «u» a la fin
d’'un mot, et immédiatement suivies d’'une autre voyelle au début du
mot suivant.

Go on to Avenue A.



Pour le «a», le «e» et le «i», nous ajoutons naturellement un son «y»
pour connecter les deux mots. Pour le «o» et le «u», nous ajoutons
naturellement un son «w» pour connecter les deux mots.

Vous devez pratiquer encore et encore et encore
et encore jusgu’a ce que vous parliez parfaitement, et pratiquer a
nouveau, encore et encore et encore et encore.

Zig Ziglar, un conférencier de motivation accompli, a dit: «si vous
écoutiez quelgue chose dans votre voiture, ou que vous alliez, vous
apprendriez plus que ce qui vous est enseigné a l'université».
