Read the following Text carefully and answer to the questions:

TEXT: Education and Democracy

It may be appropriate to begin this section with a review of the findings
on the relationship between education and democracy. It can be shown, for
example, that the higher the education level of a country, the more likely is it to
be a democracy. Within countries, moreover, there is an even stronger
relationship between education and democratic attitudes. In a summary of the
main research findings Lipset argues that “data gathered by public opinion
research agencies which have questioned people in different countries about
their beliefs on tolerance for the opposition and their attitude toward ethnic or
racial minorities, have showed that the most important single factor
differentiating those given democratic responses frcm the others has been
education. The higher one’s education, the more likely one is to believe in
democratic values and support democratic practices. All the relevant studies
indicate that education is more significant than either income or occupation.”
Particularly impressive in this connection is Lipset’s evidence that the working
classes, and the less- educated, tend to be more authoritarian in their attitudes,
and to be more likely to favour extremist political and religious groups. There is
also some, although by no means conclusive, evidence that students at college
become more liberal “in the sense of being more sophisticated and independent

in their thinking, and placing greater value upon individual freedom and well-
being.”
