In countries like Australia, Sweden, Costa Rica and Kenya, ecotourism guidelines have been put in place, but elsewhere the 

classification is loose and tourism businesses can make use of the term without committing to the environment.                                                                                                                                                                                    

Those of us 

who dream of an adventure in the Galapagos or taking wildlife photographs in misty jungle locations should look for 

an eco-tour with a genuine operator so our tourist dollar goes towards the local community and conservation of the 

surrounding environment.
