Yet they face significant discrimination when it comes to land and livest
ock ownership, equal pay, participation in decision-making entities, and access to resource
s, credit and market.

In addition to this background, the war in Ukraine has had a devastating impact not just on
Ukrainian women, but on women and girls worldwide, especially rural women. According to
the latest UN Women report, the current disruption to the food and energy markets has onl
y intensified gender disparities, causing rates of food insecurity, malnutrition, and energy po

verty.

Alarming increases in gender-based violence, transactional sex for food and survival, child
marriage (with girls forced to leave school), and women's and girls’ unpaid care and domes
tic workloads are further endangering womens and girls’ physical and mental health.

This International Day, under the theme "Rural women confront the global cost-of-living crisi
s', let’s recognize the work of these heroines in the food systems of the world, and let's clai
m rural areas with equal opportunities for all.
